WEATHER

Arusha enjoys a subtropical climate with fairly consistent temperatures year-round.  The winter months of June – September are slightly cooler and dry, while the summer 
months of October – May are warm with a higher chance of rain.  

JANUARY – MARCH 
15 - 28 °C | 59 - 82 °F 

The hottest time of the year, with some 
cooler short rain bursts. Great time for 
morning excursions and afternoons by 
the pool.

APRIL – JUNE 
14 - 25 °C | 57 - 77 °F 

April and May bring the long rains and 
the start of cooler temperatures with it.  

JULY – SEPTEMBER
13 - 25 °C | 55 - 77 °F 

Long dry season before the rains begin.

OCTOBER – DECEMBER
15 - 27 °C | 59 - 81 °F 

Short rainy season with scattered 
showers that shouldn’t interrupt 
activities. The landscape is lush & green.
