Situated on the remote northwestern rim of the Ngorongoro Crater and leased from the
Ngorongoro Conservation Area Authority.

Entamanu Ngorongoro, perched on the crater rim, offers rare views of the Ngorongoro Crater
and Serengeti plains. Blending understated luxury with sustainability, guests experience Maasai
culture, crater game drives, and Africa’s extraordinary wilderness.

ACCESS

Arusha Airport (ARK) or Kilimanjaro International Airport (JRO) offer daily flights to Manyara
Airstrip (about 1 hour), followed by a 2.5-3 hour scenic drive to camp through the Conservation
Area. There are regular flights from Arusha, Dar, Zanzibar, and other parts of Tanzania.
Entamanu is also within easy driving distance of Arusha, Tarangire, Karatu, and southern
Serengeti.

CAMP

Entamanu — 7 cottages | 3 two-bedroom family cottages. Per person rate.
Entamanu Private — 1 cottage + 2 two-bedroom cottages. Base rate.

CHILDREN

Entamanu — 8+ years | Entamanu Private — 5+ years
Only 12+ years are permitted on guided walks.

HEALTH

Malaria protection is recommended. A yellow fever certificate is needed if you’re coming from a
yellow fever area. The location is remote, with a basic medical kit onsite and medical rescue
included in the trip cost.

Being on the crater rim means cooler temperatures year-round. Evenings and mornings are often chilly, with frequent mists.

JANUARY - MARCH

10-25°C 150 - 77°F

Mornings are fresh, days are clear with mist rolling up the
Crater walls. Rains start coming in in March.

JULY - SEPTEMBER

5-23°C141-73°F

Dry season with crisp, sunny days and cold, windy nights.
Temperatures drop sharply after sunset on the Crater rim.

APRIL - JUNE

8-22°Cl46-72°F

April-May bring cold mornings and nights with dramatic
afternoon rains, but also sunny days and fewer crowds;
June starts to dry out.

OCTOBER - DECEMBER

10 - 25°C | 50 - 77°F

The “short rains” return but don't disrupt travel — mostly
brief afternoon showers. Mornings are misty and
evenings remain cool.

* 6 hours to/from Kuro
* 3-4hours to/from Southern Serengeti

FLY
* Arusha — Manyara (35 minutes)
* Manyara — Northern Serengeti daily

Daily flights operate from Arusha Airport (ARK)
and Kilimanjaro International Airport (JRO) to
Manyara Airstrip (1 hour).

Regular flights also connect Manyara with
Arusha, Dar es Salaam, Zanzibar, and other
regions across Tanzania.
