Weather
Located on a plateau and at a higher elevation, Siruai experiences a cooler climate with sunny days but cold evenings and 
mornings. However, as it is based close to the equator, there is little variation in weather throughout the year. 

JANUARY – MARCH 
9 - 22 °C | 48 - 72 °F 
Warmer temperatures with little chance of rain. The camp 
is usually closed at this time of year but can be opened if 
requested.

APRIL – JUNE
11 - 20 °C | 52 - 68 °F 
The camp reopens after the long rains end in May. Visit the 
wild swimming pool and kayak along the base of a waterfall. 

JULY – SEPTEMBER
10 - 20 °C | 50 - 68 °F 
Chilly mornings and evenings but lovely warm days. The drier 
season gives way to perfect conditions to get out and explore.

OCTOBER – DECEMBER
10 - 21 °C | 50 - 70 °F 
The camp closes mid-Oct before the short rains begin.
