Winter can also see some 
unusual cold fronts which bring rain.

January - march
19 – 35 °C | 66 – 95 °F 
The summer months can be hot with occasional midday 
downpours. Clear mornings and evenings.

April – June 
11 – 29 °C | 52 – 84 °F 
Temperature begins to cool, allowing for wonderful full day 
outings in beautiful conditions.

July - SEPTEMBER
